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Reclaim The Night demonstrations take
place in both Belfast and Derry

On Saturday 30th November, IWW members stood in solidarity with the Reclaim the
Agenda women’s collective on their annual Reclaim the Night demonstration in Bel-
fast city centre, an action against continuing gender-based violence and street ha-
rassment. RtN had speakers from many backgrounds, ensuring that all perspectives
were heard.

The demonstration was clear in its support of trans women, sex workers, and muslim
women, who have endured particular harassment in the wake of the racist riots back
in August.

A spokesperson for the IWW Ireland Branch commented following the night of action
on the streets of both Belfast and Derry, stating that “The turn out has been amazing
as it's one of solidarity. Especially at a time when we have witnessed an increase in
gender based violence across the island of Ireland. For the IWW, as a union we wel-
come the work put into and the participation of all workers in the actions that have
taken place during the ‘16 Days of Activism against Gender Based Violence’. It's im-
portant that we all remain active, vocal and on the streets as ‘an injury to one, is an
injury to all!”
